■ MediaSuite is based on the model of an industrial Enterprise Content 

Management System (eCMS) and features an open architecture as well 
as a great deal of flexibility. MediaSuite manages all multimedia data  
under one roof. Online features, for example automatic geodata integra-
tion, auto-linking of web content and much more, are already integrated. 

■ MediaSuite’s object model is open and instantiated at run time, in this 
way any change in operation that the media business needs can be    
implemented with minimal delay. 

■ Open Web Services and APIs are available for quick adaptation and    
integrations into existing editorial and other customer systems. 

■ All processing and workflow procedures within the individual media are 
represented in the Content Management System in a standardised  
process description language (BPEL).

■ Search and query are separated from insert and update. The general 
free-text search engine gives extreme performance in this scenario. 

■ Separation of fresh content data, archived data and publication data   
reduces the load on the database in production. 

■ Separation of metadata and heavy-weight data provides excellent  
scalability across hardware platforms. 

■ Scalability is furthermore ensured by the J2EE architecture allowing alfa 
MediaSuite to extend seamlessly across multiple hardware platforms. 

 

 Built on Standards 
■ Standards are important to us, because they give our users a solid 

ground to stand on when introducing improvements later on. 

■ A key standard we follow is JSR 170: Content Repository for Java     
technology API. 

■ The Web is our infrastructure, it does not matter where the users are or 
what platform they are on – an ordinary Browser is enough. We use 
standard Web Services to offer integration with 3rd party systems in a 
straight forward way. 

■ We use XML based data definitions and structures for easy processing.
